Personal and business state tax credits ranging fradm B® percent of the cost to
install conservation practices like barnyard improvemeigtarian buffers, no-till planting
equipment, stream fencing and other practices will béadoka.

Each farm enrolled in the program is eligible for u$16%0,000 in transferable tax
credits that can be used over a 15-year period or solthéo taixpayers. A business can
earn tax credits by sponsoring projects on an elidgéria.

REAP was included iBenate Bill 97 but received overwhelming bipartisan
support. It was sponsored in the House by RepresentdawgsStern (R-Blair) and Peter
Daley (D-Washington) and in the Senate by Senators MikeglV (R-York) and Michael
O’Pake (D-Berks), along with 79 other co-sponsors.

House Passes PA Climate Change Action Plan, Senate Moves ComparBill
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The House this week amended and paskedse Bill 110(Vitali-D-
Delaware) that would require the Department of Environalent
Protection to create a Climate Change Action Plan thighhelp of
an advisory board.

Meanwhile a companion billEenate Bill 264Erickson-R-
Delaware)—reported out of the Senate EnvironmentaluRess
and Energy Committee last week, was re-referred t&émate
Appropriations Committee this week.

Citing the fact that Pennsylvania is responsible for produc , ‘,“d
a full 1 percent of the entire world's greenhouse gasgs, Rtali
said his proposal would lay the groundwork necessary fitarato address the issue.

"This bill, which has enjoyed broad bipartisan support, wouldide a detailed
and organized action plan for dealing with the impaglabal warming and climate
change, and set greenhouse gas standards and a timetadfieet@ goals to reduce the
state's contribution to the problem. It is critical fbe state to begin formulating a plan
right away," Rep. Vitali said.

House Bill 110 would require the state to take a broad ddtke issue of global
warming by doing the following: inventory the greenhouse gassoms of various
economic sectors in the state, create a voluntagngaise gas registry, develop and
publish a global warming impact statement for Pennsylvani@develop an action plan
for reducing greenhouse gas emissions in the state.

The bill also would provide state officials with a mammplete picture of
greenhouse gas emissions by economic sector. If the bitlacted, Pennsylvania would be
the 23rd state to establish a Climate Change Action Plan.

The measure also would establish a voluntary greenhousegistsy that, Rep.
Vitali said, would allow the Commonwealth to recognizenpanies that are already acting
to limit their greenhouse gas emissions.

Once the advisory group identifies key sources of greentgassemissions in the
Commonwealth, it will be responsible for creatingaation plan — including possible
legislative initiatives — to address climate change imBwlvania.

The bill was amended on the House floor by Rep. David Redddiana) to
broadened the scope of participation on the advisorybmaating the Climate Action
Plan.

The bill calls for the Governor to appoint 12 membersur £ach from the
business, environmental and scientific communities — anHalise and Senate will each
appoint three members. In addition to these 18 memberagdthsory board will include
the secretary of DEP and the majority and minoritgirchen of both the House and Senate
Environmental Resources and Energy committees.

"If the intent is to have the board offer legislatpm@posals, then it makes sense to
me to involve the Legislature from the outset,” RepedRsaid. "Neither the governor nor
the Legislature will be able to solve this problem aldres is such a complex issue that
we're going to have to work together to make meaningful pssgre

Rep. Reed's amendment will also ensure that the advieard loonsiders existing
federal rules and regulations when drafting the climaaé@gh plan. Specifically, the
advisory board will have to identify where any proposal madkee plan would exceed
existing federal rules.
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The amendment also directs the advisory board to lbekisting sources of
information on greenhouse gas emissions and recommerslatidrspecifically mentions
the Pennsylvania Climate Change Roadrdeyveloped by the Pennsylvania Environmental
Council and a stakeholder group.

Finally, Rep. Reed's amendment will ensure that theted representatives of the
people of Pennsylvania will have the final say about wiratladed in the report. Under
Reed's amendment, the report will come before tlgslagure after it is approved by the
governor.

"Pennsylvanians deserve a climate change action plan tmgteisd upon by both
the executive and legislative branches of their gfaternment,” Rep. Reed said.
"Working together is the only way to ensure that we lbgeactionable plan that
Pennsylvania needs to address this issue in a compreherasiver."

Third Hazardous Sites Cleanup Funding Proposal Passesr@xe

Legislation to provide funding for the Hazardous SitesaBGup Program passed the Senate
unanimously this week, making it the third Hazardous Sitearip Program funding plan
the Senate has unanimously approved.

Senate Bill 110{Pileggi-R-Delaware) would transfer about $17 millioH8CA
from legislative accounts for the current fiscal yd@cent estimates indicate that amount
is enough to keep the program afloat through the end of June

The other Senate proposals passed over the last twoigelideSenate Bill 913
(MJ White-R-Venango) anBienate Bill 149MJ White). The House has not passed a
funding plan.

"By using money from legislative accounts, we ensuaéitb state program is cut
to fund HSCA," said Sen. Pileggi. "And no taxes arecased."

Funding for HSCA, a vital program which finances cleanug®ataminated sites
and the investigation of illegal hazardous waste disposalsnot included in the final
state budget adopted by the General Assembly in Jag/Department of Environmental
Protection has indicated that the HSCA program willoet down if a funding solution is
not found.

"Senate Republicans have consistently supported funding $oeritical program,”
said Sen. White. "Today's action will enable DEP to nteathligation to protect our
residents and ensure communities have access to thecesthey need in times of an
emergency."

Under Senate Bill 1100, $40 million in existing revenues frioenGapital Stock
and Franchise Tax will be earmarked for HSCA beginningstafiyear 2008-2009 and
continuing through 2010-11. This proposal will not changestieduled phase-out of the
Capital Stock and Franchise Tax.

In the House, Representatives Steil (R-Bucks) and Shdp#Montgomery)
introducedHouse Bill 1974which would provide $35 million to fund HSCA through
transfers from legislative accounts and Rep. Milne {fiRsfer) proposed a new Hazardous
Sites Cleanup Program funding alternative that would feafisnding from the State
Stores Fund to HSCA.

House Bill 2014 would examine whether mandated reductions irsilgania’'s
emissions would actually lead to a real reduction in natigreenhouse gasses. The
legislation would also examine both the economic impad emission reduction
potentially achieved by Pennsylvania's participation in theH¢ast Regional Greenhouse
Gas Initiative.

Wansacz Introduces Plan to Fund Flood Prevention, Recovery

Aiming to prevent recurrent floods in northeastern Pgiasia and help victims recover,
Rep. Jim Wansacz (D-Luzerne) has introduced a plan toajerend provide funding for
flood mitigation projects across the state.

House Bill 1989would establish the Flood Assistance Program and Fund.

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“Recurring floods in recent years have caused sevetaidésn and irreparable
damage across Pennsylvania and had staggering costs for seaitibusinesses, totaling
in the millions of dollars,” Rep. Wansacz said.

"Some communities across our state have been devastptatedly due to flood
waters," Rep. Wansacz said. "It is often the same b@me small businesses over and
over again, and sadly a lot of the damage is prevenfaliejust employed the proper
prevention measures in advance of heavy rains."”

Rep. Wansacz's proposal has two parts. It would provide nionégod
prevention projects -- for example, to dredge river andkcbeds, and to construct,
maintain or improve dams, reservoirs and levees. $§¢ahe fund would provide
assistance to residents, businesses and municipalaiesustain damage as a result of a
flood.

The initiative would be funded through an annual $1 surchargdl bomeowners'
insurance and business owners' property insurance policies.

"With the small investment of $1 per year, we can suppodvative projects to
mitigate flood damage before it occurs and to help thdsesevproperty is damaged or
destroyed as a result of flood waters," Rep. Wansadz"&acause the flooding is a
statewide issue, the small fee would be shouldered byahg mstead of the few."

Wansacz's plan has over 65 co-sponsors representingdotits and all regions of
the state.

Fayette County Mine Reclamation Project Wins Federal Award

For the second straight year, a Pennsylvania mine ratiamproject has been named the
most outstanding in the eastern United States by tlezdkegovernment.

The U.S. Department of the Interior awarded the Offic8urface Mining's 2007
Appalachian Regional Award to the Kalp and Melcroft minendige abatement project in
Saltlick Township, Fayette County.

"This award is a tribute to the expertise and dedicati@mupabandoned mine
reclamation staff and that of our partners in this irtgearenvironmental work," said
Environmental Protection Secretary Kathleen A. McGinty.

DEP worked with the U.S. Department of Agriculture'sudal Resources
Conservation Service and thi®untain Watershed Associati@m the project.

"This project will lower the mine pools, collect and traaeid mine drainage and
ultimately restore Indian Creek. And returning the Indiaeek watershed to
environmental health means increased property valuesiea getlity of life and more
economic opportunities through recreation and tourismg’ Sacretary McGinty.

A cost/benefit analysis conducted by the USDA showsdéael dollar spent
reclaiming the Indian Creek Watershed generates $2.40 inm@henefit for the
community. With a total project cost of $1.1 million—whicleludes support from the
federal Abandoned Mine Lands Fund and the USDA Natural Res@onservation
Service Environmental Restoration Program—that meansam#ic benefit of more
than $2.6 million.
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The Kalp and Melcroft project used directional drilling lve ttoal seam to tap into
the mines. The mine pools were lowered and the mineatiges were collected and
directed to areas where ponds and wetlands could fdtgaminants naturally.

Lowering the two mine pools relieved pressure that wadrgausine drainage to
enter the basements of about a dozen homes in liagé&/of Melcroft and flow into yards
and public roadways at a number of locations in the area.

This is the first time this technology has been usedRennsylvania abandoned
mine lands reclamation project.

Since 2003, nearly $173 million has been invested to restond@ted mine lands
in Pennsylvania, reclaiming more than 5,900 acres in 34 couhhisstunding includes
$121.7 million from the federal Abandoned Mine Lands Fund, egrinom a fee placed
on mining activity, and $51 million from the state, prirhathrough the Growing Greener
and Growing Greener Il programs.

Pilot Project Encourages Private Firms to Treat Acid Mine Dainage

The cost of treating the acid mine drainage that hasganaore than 6,000 miles of
Pennsylvania streams has kept many companies from gettindpencteanup business, but
that may change with the state’s support of innovagearnology now being used in
Cambria County.

Environmental Protection Secretary Kathleen A. McGihty teek visited a pilot
project where a portion of the polluted St. Michael's nghaft discharge is being treated
and materials are being extracted so they can be usdtkmnproducts.

If successful, Secretary McGinty said, more compani#pursue stream
restoration work because of the financial incentive, Wwiiould relieve the demand on
limited state and federal government resources.

“Historically, treating acid mine drainage has been anrms{ge proposition that
produced the environmental benefit of cleaner water,” Sa@etary McGinty, “There was
little incentive for private companies to engage in kimsl of work, so state and federal
governments had to pick up the tab. The technology denabedtioy this pilot project
could change all of that.”

The project, which is a joint effort of the Winner Teclogy and Research
Institute—part of Winner International—and the Battellenhdeial Institute, benefited
from a $1.5 million state investment through Growing Gredéne

Scientists from the two groups are adapting a processmnufisel heavy metals
industry to extract materials from the acid mine watscltarge that are common in many
abandoned Pennsylvania mines.

At the St. Michael’s site, workers are extracting psitas sulfate for use as
commercial fertilizer and ferrous sulfate to treatteamter. The process also eliminates
the sludge that is typically created when iron and athieerals are removed from the acid
mine drainage.

Traditionally, this sludge must be pumped into an underground poinleor
disposed of in a landfill.

USDA-Natural Resources Conservation Service staff
have worked with farmers to develop CNMPs for many years
This new initiative will give farmers the option to leea CNMP
plan developed by a private industry consultant rather dha
USDA-NRCS employee. _

A maximum of $7,000 can be contracted with a farmer}
through the Environmental Quality Incentives Program for
CNMP development.

Farmers can apply for EQIP at any time; applicatiafsrstted by November 30
will be considered for the next round of funding. Thisedgtplies for other EQIP funding
requests as well.

This initiative is for development of a CNMP plan orilyere is no requirement for
farmers to implement the plan. Farmers who wamhfgement practices in their plan can
submit another funding request for that.

Farmers who have developed a CNMP plan, whether thrdigyitiative or by
working with NRCS directly, will receive preference whexquesting funding for practice
implementation.

Funding for EQIP practice implementation funding iisited, so farmers can take
this step to make their EQIP applications more compeiititke ranking process.

According to USDA Natural Resources Conservation SerState Conservationist
Craig Derickson, “TSPs stand to benefit from this progbecause it will put more dollars
in the hands of the private sector that will do thepilag work. It will help to build the
capacity and expertise for doing conservation work @G-t SDA employees. The more
people we have involved in doing quality conservation wokkp#tter it is for the farming
community and the environment. NRCS welcomes TSPs it assn getting
conservation work accomplished.”

Energy theftis one of Pennsylvania's most dangerous and costly ciinoesurs when
home and business owners tamper with meters, or usenatiags to steal electricity and
natural gas.

It can kill innocent people, and it costs honest ensggyice customers millions of
dollars annually.

Pennsylvania law, Title 18 Chapter 39 "Theft and Related €dfghwith specific utility
references, restitution, and penalties to address thisrgy®afety issue.

"The majofiBennsylvanians are not aware
of the dangers, but the electric current sent to an gedrausehold can injure a person,
and if altered, the gas running to a house can be the safuragbon monoxide poisoning."

Governor Asks U.S. DOE to Reconsider Electric Transmissn Corridor Decision

Gov. Rendell this week asked the U.S. Department ofgyrierreconsider its decision to
designate a vast swath of the northeast — including 6@ties in Pennsylvania — as part
of the National Interest Electric Transmission @or.

The Governor said the broad designation exceeds whatdkers had originally
intended, and the department exceeded its authority byingribve Federal Powers Act
while failing to consider alternatives.

"This overly broad designation does a tremendous disseivimany Pennsylvania
residents,” said Gov. Rendell. "The federal governmeatien making this designation,
and we're asking that it reconsider its decision andita&eull account our arguments and
the public's opposition.”

The application for a rehearing, which was filed by tlep&tment of
Environmental Protection at the Governor's directipecsically asks for a rehearing of
the Department of Energy's October 5 order designatinglidiétlantic Area National
Corridor.

The state cited the following reasons for its request:

* The Federal Powers Act requires that any corridor bewér drawn and limited only
to those areas that are experiencing electric enenggmiasion constraints or
congestion. In many parts of the 52 Pennsylvania courftexted, that is not the case.
The Department of Energy, or DOE, failed to consiagr a@ternatives prior to
designating the corridor;

* DOE never prepared an environmental impact statement pnioaking its decision as
required in the National Environmental Policy Act;

» The federal government neglected to consult with the comarealth in a timely
fashion while studying transmission congestion, and fadezbnsider the state's
comments; and

 The DOE abused its discretion in choosing to desighatedrridor.

Gov. Rendell previously had filed comments in oppositiothéoplan on July 6.
That filing granted Pennsylvania "party status" in the cali®ying today's application.

"This designation and action by the federal governmenbiatant abuse of states'
rights,” said Gov. Rendell. "There is no evidence to sudgasPennsylvania's Public
Utility Commission has ever obstructed a siting prooesefused a proposed transmission
project, so is unnecessary that such a large area sfdate — and the citizens who live in
those areas — be put in a position to accept tranemibses through their back yards.

"These transmission lines will be on our land and degteaciur property values,
but they may not offer any benefit to Pennsylvania conssjiritne Governor said.

"Furthermore, they will be delivering dirtier, fossilel-derived power from states
to the south and west of Pennsylvania at a time when txging to protect the
environment and meet our energy needs through clean andatdadechnologies. This is
simply unacceptable."

» If the deer stays on the road, stop, put on your hdizdntd and wait for the deer to
leave the roadway; and

* Never try to drive around a deer while it's on the roadverg your vehicle to avoid
striking a deer.

"Always keep your eyes on the road, doing a visuakegwior deer," advises Darrin
Birtciel, Erie Insurance rate analyst.
